“The official oval-shaped insignia of the Marine Department depicts
the Great Crown Victory, over a ship’s anchor, meaning that the King constantly
gives importance to the maritime trade and transportation of the country.
The bouquet of Ratchaphruek which frames the symbol on the left means
the Nation, and the bouquet of Phuttharaksa on the right means Religion.

The name “Marine Department” is written below along the curve of the insignia.”
